STANDING ORDERS GOVERNING
THE ENVIROMENTAL COMMITTEE

FUNCTION
1.
Name The name of the Committee shall be Hull University Union Environmental Committee, hereinafter referred to as ‘the Committee’.

2.
Objects and Responsibilities  The objects and responsibilities shall be:

a.
to promote through communication the positive effects of recycling;

b.
to identify and address environmental issues that directly affect HUU students and staff alike;
c.
to work with the University Environmental Action Group to source help and to give support on appropriate issues that may arise;
d.
to monitor and campaign for improved recycling facilities on campus and in the surrounding areas which directly affect HUU students;

e.
to encourage the use of cycling, walking, car sharing and public transport where possible to student and staff of HUU;
f.
to encourage the responsible use of electrical equipment i.e. powering down and switching off equipment, lights, etc;
g.
to promote links with other similar groups and organisations, especially those within the North East Region and NUS.
MEMBERSHIP
3.
Restriction on Membership The Committee shall be open to all members of HUU.
4.
Executive Committee  There shall be an Executive Committee with voting rights drawn as follows:

a.
Chair Environment Committee - Vice President (Media and Communications) (will act as chair and have casting vote only);

Environmental Issues Officer;

Recycling Officer (who shall act as Secretary);

Publicity Officer;
d. Chair Campaigns;

5. Election  
a. 
The Chairperson shall be elected by members of HUU once annually in accordance with HUU Constitution and the Bye Laws.

The following Committee Officer positions are to be elected through the Environmental Committee in Week 7 of Semester Two, position to be held from Week 1, Semester One of the following academic year: 
i Environmental Issues Officer, 
ii Recycling Officer, 
iii Publicity Officer.
c.
Should a vacancy of an officer position arise elections may be held at any time throughout the academic year at the discretion of the chair of the Environmental Committee subject to ratification by the committee.  
ADMINISTRATION
6.
Finance  The Committee may receive an annual grant in accordance with S.O. 2004.

7.
Meetings  The Committee shall meet at least once monthly during semester time.  Meetings shall be conducted in accordance with S.O. 9008.
