	Accounts
Chair explained that these accounts are for the previous Chairs year (Tracey Jenner) – August 2006 to July 2007.

Kids A/C asked if there would be any restricted funds for the Summer Playscheme?  Chair explained it would be very doubtful as the Playscheme would not be going out this year.

VP (M&V) asked if, hypothetically speaking, she wanted to make a donation to R&R would it be so?  Chair explained that the donation would be restricted, therefore, simply for R&R only.
Comms Officer asked if the accounts were not passed would it still be possible for HUSSO SCA to de-register?  Chair said no.

After no more questions, Chair suggested that the Exec have a discussion amongst themselves to discuss their decision.

After a lengthy discussion the decision was made to pass the accounts.  However, this decision was made with reservations.  It was agreed that the Trustees felt that as they have done as much as they possibly can to no avail, the accounts were passed.

The draft copy of the accounts were then signed by the Chair and R&R A/C.
