Abby Louise Lester asked if HUSSO SCA would still have priority over their own minibus.  Chair was unsure due to changes made by the Insurance Company; however, he stated it would be most unlikely the HUSSO SCA would have priority over any other society or club of HUU.

As there were no further questions the Chair asked for a vote.
