Chair expresses it is essential to organise handover meetings and asks Exec if they have done this already.

Chair asks if Training Officer will look into finding a new person to replace the first aid trainer, as she has now retired. Chair explains this would need to be someone who will not charge. Chair also says that Nick Clarke provides first aid training, but this is £22 a session, and is therefore too expensive.

	Council Update (Assign to new attendee) 

Chair explains the main points that could be taken from Council. Chair suggests the main point was NUS, and that its governance review failed by 20 votes, and a 66.6% of the vote would have allowed it to pass. Also, HUU Governance Structure open foreign policy review indicated that this had not been taken up well, and there needed to be ways to make it all accessible. Chair indicates that this open-foreign policy allows students to raise an issue and if enough students agree, it goes to referendum. 

Chair explains that HUU tried to change the Library opening hours to 24 hours per day, and initially, the Library agreed, but after more consideration they decided not to, and changed their opening times to 7 am- 2 am during exam periods. 

Also, there was a query about the over expenditure of HUU in January (£7, 000) and March (£14, 000), and this was mostly due to some AU clubs overspending. 

Another result from Council was the introduction of a Police Officer on campus, which will come into action on the 11th May 2008.

	Transport Policy 

Chair tells Exec that the final copy of Transport Regulations has been given out. Main points to be drawn from this information are: a special license is now needed, which provides a Government Accreditated Test, and forty miles familiarisation must be completed. Authorised drivers are restricted to the local area for each journey certified by HUSSO and the House Managers of HUU. In an area specifically related to HUSSO indicates that the HUSSO bus is for HUSSO business only unless used for official HUU business. Additionally, Chair explains that hired vehicles can be used from the Beerhouse and also, that 2 drivers must be present for travel that is 50 miles out. 

Private vehicles for HUU journeys must be checked by the HUU manager, and MOT and insurance documents must be shown.  R & R A/C asked if these would need to be submitted each time, and Chair suggests it would involve showing the House Manager it every time a trip takes place.
