VP Report
· The Vice-President has facilitated the integration of the new International Office to his team and is very positive about the outlook of plans for International Students for the next Semester and beyond. 
Plans are being made for trips abroad, parties and other visits which will be open to both International and Home Students. Our relationship with Kate Dickinson and the International Office has grown tremendously this year and we are making efforts to ensure this will continue

· The Vice-President has been preparing the Scarborough Campus for elections in the last 2 months. The A0 posters outside the canteen are hopefully a promising sign of what is to come. We will have mobile polling stations outside the careers office and also in the I.T Department. A lot of time has been spent persuading people to stand for both VP Scarborough and the other positions available and democracy will see a large increase this year as a result of this.

· The Vice-President is currently assisting students in the organisation of a 44 mile walk between Hull and Scarborough which will raise money for RAG week. The chosen charities are the NSPCC and the Donkey Sanctuary.

· The Vice-President is currently organising a 5-aside football tournament and more significantly an entire sports day on Wednesday 23rd April which will hopefully see the Campus turn into a huge sporting playground hosting tournaments of all varieties between Students/Lecturers and University Staff.

· The Vice-President can report a further £1000 investment in Societies on the campus as grants were reviewed then distributed to worthy causes such as transport, equipment and other activities.
