	Scarborough Facilitation   VP(W&E) referred to the election hustings where a few candidates had made remarks about UEC members not doing enough for the Union at Scarborough.  Stated that he felt that there were certain issues within his area, where there had not been facilitation from Scarborough on welfare related issues. These were as follows:
· The Access to Learning Fund Panel meets every 3 weeks in Scarborough. He had arranged with the University for a Scarborough representative to be on this panel as this was felt to be an important link.  However, a representative has  attended only once.

· Issues were raised at hustings with regard to the Scarborough budget cuts.  Need to know if Scarborough will be budgeting for welfare issues next year or does this have to be budgeted for out of his welfare budget at Hull.  As, for example, the budget of £300 for SHAG week at Scarborough had ended up coming out of his welfare budget and he had not accounted for this.
· Arranged for a Disabilities Forum at Scarborough and asked for a booking for this forum but was not informed if this had been done or not.

· Looked into setting up an Islamic Society in December and attended the Exec meeting where a £1000 grant for students for societies activities was granted.  However, nothing was done to set up the society and they have, therefore, missed a chance at this funding.
