LGBT have LGBT History month February upcoming and plan Karaoke and Quiz nights to be LGBT History themed. Update to follow meeting tomorrow. February 2nd to be a key day for promoting and recruiting. Promotional material ordered from central. Karaoke and Quiz planned for last week of February. Would like a debate – investigating. Branding is going extremely well and a set of 5 posters are excellent. Mini-site to be worked on for LGBT History month.
DSO is dealing with the council (Chris and Chris Randall) regarding a dropped curb that needs access, dependent on highways budget. Stephen to continue the pressure. Disabilities meeting on February 5th and Disabled students’ conference day preceding. All motions submitted have been approved and Welfare Committee approves a yes vote.

Disabilities committee will include some lobbying regarding lift access, confusion about intercalation and improvement of timetabling to accommodate disabled students.
Advice Centre had a great Christmas and recruited 10 new volunteers which should cushion some of the potential drop-off of 3rd year volunteers under too much pressure. Pauline is continuing the collection and evaluation of data for appointments. £180 was donated by ‘Shops and Bars’ department from the Christmas collection to go towards the food parcel fund for students. £61 was collected at Christmas Asylum and food parcels are costing around £25 a week to give to students who require help. 

Stephen recommended raiding supermarkets for damaged and almost date-end goods but Gina suggests that legally this is not advisable. VP W &E concurs.

Shelter will be providing in house training on February 25th for detailed advice on Housing and housing benefits.
