-    Ben pointed he had worked with Alex on the BBC project up and this is the first he knew that it was cancelled and was working with Alex on it. PRES said that Alex O’Brien did know about it being cancelled and it only happened in the last few days, and apologised for not telling him. 
-    VPC wished to bring up some issues about elections. He found it hard to find out what was going on last week and the staff did not know (Mark Clayton was not aware that the rooms were booked). VPC said that he had received little communication on the issue. PRES said that Baz is getting back on track. It is a shame that Sarah left when she did, as she would have normally helped him.
